What is a credible accusation?

There is no standard definition for a “credible accusation.” For the Diocese of Oakland, we used
the following criteria to determine if a name should be placed on this list.

The Diocese must have knowledge of an allegation made against the person to be named and
the allegation must include all the following.

The allegation involved sexual abuse of a minor (under the age of 18 at the time of the
alleged abuse).
The alleged perpetrator was a priest, deacon, religious brother, or religious sister either at
the time of the alleged abuse or sometime after the alleged abuse.
The alleged abuse is claimed to have been committed:

within the geographic jurisdiction of the Diocese of Oakland, or
by a priest or deacon of the Diocese of Oakland, or
by a seminarian or lay person affiliated with the Diocese who was later ordained, or
by a priest or deacon who is known to have lived in Alameda or Contra Costa
counties and who has been identified by another diocese, a religious order, law
enforcement or a court of law as being credibly accused.

After review of the reasonably available, relevant information, there is reason to believe the
allegation is more likely than not to be true.

The process for evaluating whether an allegation is credible is not a legal process. Examples of
information used to ascertain credibility include, but are not limited to, admissions by the
accused, criminal convictions, other types of legal actions, patterns of conduct, and prior
determinations closer to the time of the alleged sexual abuse or the time when the matter was
first investigated. The determination of credibility of an allegation does not establish that a crime
was committed.
