In 1923 he was sent to 
Cuba where he was profes­
sor of science at the Escue­
las Pias de Guanabacoa and 
later became rector of the 
school conducted by the 
Piaris!

He served -as Vicar Gen­
eral of the Piadst Father~ 
in Cuba from 1955 to 1958, 
during which time the order 
established a novitiate in 
Havana. In 1960 he was
